
 

How to book a tee-time on-line as a ‘Member’ 

1. Go to the club website – www.parrysoundgolf.com 

 

2. Click on the ‘Book Tee Time’ blue button as circled above in yellow

. 

3. You will now see the options as shown above. Select ‘Members Enter Here’.  

a. As a member you will need your PSGCxxxx User ID code and a password. If you 

don’t know your PSGCxxxx code please enquire in the pro shop. If you have set a 

password in the past and can’t remember what it was, click on the ‘Forgot

Username/Password’ and then select ‘I know my Username’ so the tee-on 

system will let you set a new password. 

 

4. Once you select ‘Member’ you will see a screen of tee-times that are available for 

booking (see example below): 

 

5. Select the appropriate date and time that you want e.g. 6:50pm on May 18th. 

6. Then select the number of players you want to book i.e. 1-4 players depending on the 

specific tee-time availability. 

7. Then choose whether you want to walk or ride: 

 

8. After clicking on ‘Next’ above you will see a screen similar to below: 



 
 

For this example, you will see your name in the first field (e.g. Misty Reyes). Now to add 

another player who is a Member click in the Player 2 box and select ‘Add Playing 

Partner’ from the drop down menu. 

 

9. You will now see a screen similar to this: 

 

 

 
 

Start typing the name of the Member in the ‘Search Member Name’ field e.g. I typed in 

‘Woods’ as the last name of the member and the following screen appears: 

 

 

 

 



  
You then check the relevant box next to the Member name you need and click SAVE. 

 

10. Once you have saved the ‘Member’ you then select that person from the ‘Player 2’ drop 

down box. 

11. Once you save your reservation you should see the following message that your 

‘Reservation is successful’ 

 

12. The purpose of writing this step-by-step guide to booking a tee-time online is to guide 

Members to selecting other ‘Members’ from the database. 

We have had issues recently whereby a member is booked in but because he/she is not 

selected from the member database, tee-on will treat that person as a ‘non-member’. 

When we check you in at the pro shop, it would show that the member owes money 

which of course is not correct.
